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He was examined at LRBT’s free Tertiary eye hospital in
Korangi, Karachi and it was discovered that the wound
had developed into a cataract and he needed surgery.
Shahmir was immediately admitted to the hospital on
27th January 2009 and had a successful surgery the
next day. To quote his uncle ‘Our happiness knew no
bounds when we saw that Shahmir’s eyesight had been
restored.
